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Checklist for Hosting a Tournament

· Decide if you are hosting a tournament for your age group to compete in or a another age group and your players officiate and work the tournament

· Select a date that does not conflict with other major tournaments for the age group you have selected

· Venue… find and secure a venue.  Lynda Braun is really good at helping out at North Surrey at a reasonable cost.  Braun_l@sd43.bc.ca   She also has lots of experience in running tournaments

· Contact bradcurrie@telus.net to obtain a tournament worksheet.   The club treasurer can also arrange for an advance for any expenses you may occur prior to the tournament.

· Promote the tournament through volleyball bc.  Provide them the details and they will post on their site.  Contact other teams with in our club who could be interested as well as any other clubs.

· Decide on officials.  Often our older teams will be willing to officiate  on a per match basis.  Typically $10  per official per match

· Decide on format, pool play and then playoffs

· Decide on prizes for winners.

· Concessions … must confirm details and receive approval of concession with site people (tip, concessions are a lot of work for little return so plan accordingly

· Consider raffles, silent auctions, 50/50 for additional fund raising  opportunity.

· Enlist your parent group to take on various fund raising tasks.
